Preamble

Credit and semester system (CSS) of the joint programme between Mahatma Candhi

Univcrsity and Kannur University aims at flexibility in curriculunr devclopmcnt, objectivity

and critical approach in examination pattel'ns, use of continuous evaluation fbr assessment in

all joint programmes otfered betweeu the Universities- The CSS is also meant to provide

meaningful comfilon criteria as per the r.rational pattern to transfer credits when students

move fi'om one institution to another within or outside the country.

The universities lollorv the guidclincs of UGC fbr implementation of thc Joint CSS. The

joint MGU-KU-CSS is applicable to all joint acadernic programmes of the statutory

Depar-tments/Schools/Centres/Institutes of the Universities.

Regulation ensures functional autonomy of statutory Schools/Centers/lnstitutes. Fulctional

autononly implies acaderric flexibiliry in tnatters like curriculuru development, course

designing, course teacltitr-tt. conduct ol examinations, planning and organization of research

activities as u,ell as administrative and financial por.vers to extent the university

Statutc/Act/Rcgulationsi Orders penrit to*'alds providing maxiuruln of bcneflts in terrns of

acadernic growth and developrnent.

Functional autonorny envisaged in the joint CSS is also ureant to provide teachers and

students with a clear understanding of the curriculurn/teaching/learning/evaluation,

preparation of mark lists/cer1ificates, and in the transfer of credits towards achieving

rnaximunr academic benefits out of the systenr of postgraduate progranrmes in all the

statutory Departrnents/Schools/Centers,Institutesof the University. Joint CSS seeks to ensure

unifomrity to the possible extent (taking into consideration the unique requitements of each

Programme) rvith regard to thc pattern ol course design, course teaching. evaluation system,

academic calendar and examinalion tinre-table for all joint postgraduate programnres. Joint

CSS also ensures that rvhile all its autonornous Schools/Centre/lnstitutes enjoy academic

llexibility in the conduct of diverse acadernic programmes, they shall not conflict with the

rules and regulations stipulated by the Urriversity as well as by the UGC and other

concemed Regulatory Bodies in the issue of degrees/diplomas/certillcates. The joint CSS

The graduate attribr,rtes reflect the pafiicular quality and f'eature or characteristics of an

individual, including the knoivledge, skilts. attitudes and values thar are expected to be

acquired by a student througl.r studies at a higher educalion institution. The graduate attributes

include capabilities that help strengthen one's abilities tbr widenine curent knowledge base

and skills, gaining new knorvledge andskills, undertaking future studies, performing well iu a

chosen career and playing a constructive role as a tesponsible citizen in the society. The

graduate attributcs define thc characteristics of a sludcnt's university degrcc programrnc and

describe a set of chalacteristics/conrpetencies that are transferable beyond study of a

pamicular subject area and prograntme contexts in tvhich they have been developed.

A qualification descriptor indicates the generic outcomes and attributes expected for the

award of a particular typc of qualification. The qualification dcscriptors rcflect both

disciplinary knorvledge and understanding as rvell as generic skills, including globat

colnlletencies. that all students in dilferent academic fields olstudy should acquire/attain and

delnonstrate.

Programme leaming outcomes will include subject-specific ski s and generic skills,

including transferable global skills and compctencies, thc achieverrrcnt of which t1e students

of a specific progmnxne of study should be able to demonstrate for the award of a Degree

qualification.
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Cou rs e I earn i ng oulconrcs

The progrannre leamin-q outcomes are attained by learners through the essential leamings

acquired on conrpletion of selected courses of study within a progmmme. Course learning

oulcomes are specific tothe leaming for a given course of study related to a disciplinary or

interdiscipliuary/rrulti-disciplinary area. Sotne programmcs of study are highly structured.

with a closely laid down progression of compulsory/cole courses to be taken at patlicular

phases/stages oi learning. Sorne programmes allow learners much more fieedom to take a

combination of courses of study accordirrg to the preferences of individual shrdent that may

be very diflerent lion the courses of study pursued by another student of the same

progralnnre. Course-level leamin-q outcolres will be aligned to prograrnrne leaming

outcomes. Course [evel learning outcomes are specific to a course of study within a given

progralnnrc ol study.

Credit rneans the unit by whiclr a course is mcasured. [t is thc nreasurc of total number of

hours of training received in a course during a s'eek; the credit number indicates the total

curricular content in terms of number ol hours of teaching/learning iu a course during a

semester.

Credit Point rneans the product of number of credits of a course and grade point obtained by

a student for thc course

Cunulative Grade Point Averoge (CGPA) relates to the performance of a studenl lor all

semesters oftl.re progran.rme. CGPA is a weighted average based on the SGPA earued by a

student in all sernesters of the programme and the total nulnber of credits required in the

prograurnte. CGPA calculated on the basis of SGPAs with the minimutn required SGPAs of

all semesters may not be sufficier.rt to obtain the minimum CGPA prescribed for a pass ir.r the

programme. Students need to ovetcotne the low SCPA of certain semesters due to low grades

in courses in rvhich thcy arc rvcak, by obtaining better grades lor courses in otlrcr senrestcrs

in which they are strong, so that tlle better SCPA scores uf such se[teste[s u'ould enable the

candiclate to attain the minimum CGPA prescribed tbr a pass in the programrtie.
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Departntenl means tlie entity otl'ering prograrnmes of study u,hich tnay be a School/ Centre/

lnstit Lrre.

Electiye Corrrse means an optional course, which can be selected from among a group of

elcctives in a lqalut semester rvisc, as per the schcme of the prograntme. Elective courses in

related areas can also grouped together as specializations in specific areas of the subject, in

accordance rvith the scherle ofthe prograrn.

Grade indicates the performance level of the student - the level of achievement of a student

in temrsof the score obtained in evaluations and exantinations in a course.

Grade Letter means art index of perfornrance of a student in a pafticular course. Gradeletters

are: O, A plus, A only, B plus, B only, C, P and F

Grode Point means the percentage of marks alloned to Glade Letter.

Improvement course is the course registered by a student for improving gradi:s in the end

semester component of tl.rat particular course

MOOC Course means Massive Open Online Course.

Open Course means a course of-fered by a School/Centre/lnstitute otlter than the parent

department. Every regular postgraduate student is required to choose an open course of 4

credits ir.r the third semester.

Progrannte means a progmmme of srudy comprising Core courses, Elective courses, Open

courses and MOOC courses.

Project The compulsory project,/disserrationi guided field work/blook placement, to be

cornpleted in the specitied semester of a postgraduate programme shall be done by the

student under the guidar.rce ofa rnember of the faculty or, in the case of subjects, r,r,hich so

demand, an extemal guide, to be decided by the school's faculty council/ HOD in
consultation with teachers.

Repeal Course lneans a coulse that is repeated by a student in a sernester for want of
suttlcient attendance.

sehrester Grade Poitrt Average (SGP,,i,) r'el'ers to the perfonnance ol the student in a given

semester. SGPA is a weighted average based on the toral credit points earned by a student

in all thc courses in the sclncstcl' divided by the total nunrber of crcdits ol}-crc<i i1 the

semestel'. SGPA will be cornputed as and rvhen a student cor.npletes all the required courses

of a semester u,ith a ntinimum required grade as per tlle respective curriculurn.
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Se tester r-neans a telm consisting of a minimurn of 90 working days including examination

days distributed over a minimum of l8 weeks with 5 working days in each rveek.

Features of Joint CSS

Course content of each programme is designed to meet the requirements of the society. A

post graduate studcnt has a choice of sclecting elective courses offered fbr a programnlc

in a particular semester. Snldents can choose open course, which camies minimum 4 credits

in the third seu'resler. Students get the choice of pursuing open courses off'ered by a

department other than their parent department, depending on their interests. needs and long-

tetm goals. Continuous evaluation of students in all the selnesters is done through lntemal

Assessrnent as per thc nonrs franred by the Departrnent conccmed. Thc student shall do a

ploject work as a palt of the regular programme. Each course, seminar and project work are

assigned a spcciiic number of credits and thc pcrcentage of marks secured by a student is

converted into grade points and credit points. The performance of a student in a semester is

expressed as selnester grade point average (SGPA) and the combined perfbrmance of a

student in all sernesters of the prograrnme is expressed as cumulative grade point average

(cGPA).

Joint CSS Rules and Regulations

l. Student Admission

'Eligibili(v Criteria

For N{.Sc. Chemistry (Nanoscience and Nanotechnology)

B.Sc. Chemistry u,ith arry two subsidiaries (Physics/Mathenratics/computer Science) rvith not

less than 557o rnarks iu part III.

For l\{.Sc. Physics (Nanoscience and Nanotechnology)

B.Sc. Physics with any two subsidiarics (Chcnistry/Mathernatics/Corrputcr scicnce) with not

less than 55% marks in part Ill.

Admission tbr the joint PG programmes n.ray be, decided by the Faculry Cour.rcil of

joint programr.nes. AdnTission r.r.ray be based on the written test alone or written test xnd

interuierv or on the basis of the nrarks obtained in the qualifying exatninations as decided by

the Faculty Council o1'the joitit PG progran.rmcs from time to timc. The Faculty Council has
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to decide on the relative weightage to be given 1br each of the components - entrance

examination, inten,iew and percentage of marks at the qualirying degree programme - for the

preparation of rank list for joint PG programmes. The Faculty Council of joint PG

progranlrl'rcs, has to dccide specific criteria fbr adnrission to a programme and shall gct

approval of Vice Chancellors of the partner universities. prior to public announcernent of the

notitlcation for entrance exarnination for the.joint progralnrr'res. The adrnission should be

dorre follorving the general reselation rules for student admission. The students can be

adrnitted to Mahahla Gandhi University and Kannur University sirnultaneously. The

University nlrere the students are taking initial admission will be the parental Unil'ersity and

shall be responsible ibr all the acadentic matters of the student.

The strcngth of the joint master's programme can bc a total of 40 students with 20 students

tl'om each university consisting ol [0 students for physics stream and l0 students for

chemistry stream. The first senlester olthejoint prograntn.le can be conducted at both centres

with studenls admitted fi'om respective centres. The classes can be on hybrid mode with joint

online classes between MGU and KU. The second semcstel'can be conducted at KU with

total admined students to a particular course. Third semesler can be conducted at MGU u,ith

total admined students to a particular course. Major project work will be done by srudents in

the fourth semcster which can bc outside thc univcrsity in India or abroad. The above-

menlioned design and centres of the course can be changed according to the cuniculum of
respective courses and can be decided by the faculty council ofthejoint plogranrre.

Faculfy Advisor: A Faculty Advisor will be assigned to each student admitted to a

Prograrlme. The Faculty Advisor shall advise the student on vadous academic lnatters.

Programme Coordinator: A prograrlmc coordiuator will be assigned in cach univcrsity Ibr

to deal rvith all the programnte and student mattcrs.

Registration with joint CSS: The list of students registered fbr each sernester programme

should be fonr.arded to tlie concenred section in the respective university along with original

certificates (Deeree cerrificate + ssLC) imrnediately after closing of adrnissions to the

progranrnre.

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2, Programme/Course design

The broad ltamervork of the prograntrnc and tlre courses - core courses. elective courses.

open course and project constituting the programrne as well as the syllabi shall be designed

jointly by lhe course comrnittee constituted fbr the joint n'laster's ptogralnlne between MGU

and KU. The schenre and syllabus should be for-',varded to the concerned sections of the

university. The duration of the joint PG programmes is two years consisting of four

scmestefs. A comnron acadenric calendar should bc fbllorved.

Courses and Crcdits:

ln all the programmes, tll'ee kinds of courses are offered; Core Courses (3-4 credits for

theory and 2-4 credits for practical's). Elective Courses (2-4 credits), Open courses (4 credits)

and an Industrial internship (2-3 credits). Core couses and Elective courses are oll'ered by

the deparlments. A student is required to choose one course of 4 credits offered by another

Departrlrent of Mahatrna Gandhi University or Kannur University in another

Disciplinc/Subject. Suclr a coursc is called Open Coursc arrd has to be pursued in thc third

semester. The total credits for electives registered fbr one semester shall not exceed 8.

Project rvork/dissertation work is a special course involvin-q application of knowledge in

solving/analyzing/exploring a reallife situation/problem. A project/dissertation work/guided

field work/block placernent up to 4 credits is called minor project and that of 8 to 20 credits is

called rnajor project.

A course offered rnay have diffelent components associated with the teaching-learn ing

process of the course, namely (i) Lecture (ii) Tutorial (iii) Practical's, rvhere: L stands for

Lecture session. T stands for Tutorial session consisting panicipatory discussion/ self-study/

desk work/ brief seminar presentations by students. P stands tbr Practical session and it

cor.rsists of hands-on experience/ laboratory experiments/ field studies/ case studies that equip

students to acquire the much-required skill of applying the theoretically leamt concepts.

In terms of credits, every orre-hour session pcr rvcek of a sclncster ol L anlounts to I crcdit

and a minimum of two-hour session of T or P amounts to I credit per semester; maxitnum

hours allotted lbr I credit practical course/tutorial course/serninar course shall riot exceed 4

hours. One flrll semester is equivalent to l8 - 20 weeks of teaching-learning-evaluation

process.

Thc minimum duration of a seureslcr is 90 working days. A course lnay have lccturc
componcllt
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(L) or practical eomponent (P) or tutorial component (T) or combination of any two or all the

three components. The total credits eamed by a student at the end of a semester upon

successful completion of a course are L + T + P or as the case may be. The credit pattem ofa

course is indicated as L: T: P.

Course Code:, Each course shall have a unique code number with five abbreviated

components:

l. Joint Programme - MGKU

2. Master programmes - MP

3. Programme Code - Nanoscience (NS)

4. Course type (C- for core course; E- for clective course; O- for operr course)

5. Course number in Ambic nurnerals - two-digit number.

Course Registration (Offl ine/Ontine)

A student must register for the required nurnber of courses as per specific curiculum of a
progranlme, after the comrnencernent of class of that sernestcr. Each student shall have a

rcgish'ation card fbr each sernester, rvherein the title of the courses and conesponding

course codes are enlered and signed bythe student, the faculty member olfering the course

and countersigned by Head of the Departrnent.

Based on this. a consolidated stalement of courses to u,hich registration is granted for the

semestcr is to be prepared by the departnrent. This statement must be signed by the Head of
the depannrent and has to be subnrittcd to thc conccrncd cxarnination branch of the

Universiry u,ithin 20 days after the colltntencernent of class of each semester.

Credit Requirements:

For PG programmes, there shall be a minimum of 80 and a maximum of 88 credits spread

across 4 semesters, in accordance with the scheme of the progmmme of the depaftment

concerned, taking into consideration of c|edit requirements of the regulatory agencies, if
applicable. wherever Prosramnes are govemed by Regutatory Agencies, the credit

tcquircr.r'rcrlts of such agencies nrust be cor.nplied u,ith. Thc 80 - 88 crcdits stipulared lbr a

postgraduate programme shall be spread across core courses, electives, open courses. and a

project/dissertation. A senlester shall have minimum of l6 crt-dits and maxirrum of 24

ct'edits. IIr all trvo-year postgtaduate progralnmes. there shall be a nrinimum of 56 credits for

Core courses, a minitnum of l2 for Electives and 4 for Open courscs and thc total rlinirnurn
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credits as stipulated by the respective department (in the range 80 - ti8). Minimurn credits ibr

Core/Elective courses in corrses with flrll semester or two semestel dissenations can have a

different pattern as stipulated by specific curricula for the same. The maximum credits for

core courscs, electives and opcn courses in postgraduatc programrnes should be 64. 20 and 4

respectively. Four (4) credits shall be set apart for open courses to be offered in the third

semester by the departrnents.

Contprehensit,e l'iva

Departments rvill have the option to conduct 'Viva-Voce' rvith definite credits (3-4), as per

the schenre formulated for the respective Programnre. Viva voce should be included in

Semester III/IV.

Project

The project shall generally be ollered in the last semester, though the Faculty Council can

decide to have it in either third or fourlli selnesters. The topic lor the project shall be selected

by the student in consultation with the guide.

Credit transfer

Credils earned by students in respective universities will be transfencd between each

university in due course. Credit transfer allows transfering of credits eamed by a student

from arrother InstirutionlUniversity. under specific conditiorrs, for the conrpletion of credit

requirements fol the joint programme of Mahatma Gandhi University and Kannur University.

Credits transfer is allowed lbr university approved online courses done in MOOC or

SWAYAM. Courses of poor quality and courses tl'rat have no Lelevance to the program

concemed rvill not be considered for credit transfer. All credit transfers are to be approved

by an cxpert committee constituted by thc university tbr this purpose. This comrnittee shall

have one senior faculty member from the department concemed and two other academic

experts in addition to the chairman. The committee shall go tlrrough the details subrnitted by

the student and assess their relevance lrom the perspective ol Mahatrra Gandhi

University/Kannur university befbre approving the credit transfer. lf the

Institutionfunir,ersity is follorving rhe UGC grade fon'nat. the grades will be transferred

directly. Otherwise, Universities will decide on the grading tbr the transl-erred progratnmes

after vcrifying all rclcvant docunrcnts.

Credit Transfer in Joint Programme.

Thc tlrst sel'nester exarnination l,ill be conductcd at both center's as the students adlnitted in
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both the universities rernain in the parent universities for the theory and practical courses.

Therefore, there is no need to transfer the credits awarded to students in first semester.

Duling second semester all the students admitted in both the universities undergo theory and

practical courses in Kannur University and the examinations should be held by Kannur

University alone. The credits awarded in senlester Il to the students adn-ritted in M. G.

University will be transfered fron Kannur University to M. G. University within one week

after the publication of results. Duling ttrird sernester alI the students admitted in both the

universities undergo theory and practical courses in M. G. University and the examinations

should be held by M. G. University alorre. The credits awarded in semester III to the students

admitted in Kannur University will be transl'erred tiorn M. C. University to Kannur

University rvithin one wcek alier the publication ol results. In scnrester IV, studcnts *,ill be

sent to major project works in India or abroad under the co-supervision of faculty members of
parent universities. Final project evaluation and conrprehensive viva of the students should

be held by the parent universities. The credits au,arded to srudents in senester IV should be

mutually transt-erred within one week alier the conduct of project evaluation and

comprehensive viVa. The parent university rvill be responsible for all the future

correspondence including transcript details with the students admitted to them.

3. Course Committee

Corse cornrnittee should be constituted with following rnembers.

I . Director/Joint Director of Schools (MGU & KU)

2. Trvo teachers each frorn the concerned subject (MGU & KU)

Couse committee should handle all the matters regarding the conduction of course such as

preparation of syllabus, joint time table. Industrial internship, exchange of stuflents between

MGU & KU and rhe arraugemeut of rlajor project.

4. AssessmentCommittee

Asse ssment committee should be constituted with the foIowing members.

I . Dircctor/Joint Director of Schools (MGU & KU)

2. Two teachers each fiom the concerned subjecf (MGU & KU)

5. Course Teaching

Courses shall gcnerally be taught by the faculty nrcmber who designed the course. though the

FacultyCouncil is authorized under these regulatrons to assign the teaching of a course to

more tllar! one faculry member. A detailed tirne table shall be prepared and approved by the

faculty council and shall be published at the stan ofeach semester'. Separate faculties should

be appointed and expefiise of persons from industries and instirutes from India arrd abroad

can be utilized lor tcaching interdisciplinary subjects.

6. Attendance

The minin.rum requirement ofaggregate attendance during a semester for appearing at the end

scrrrcsler-cxarnirlatioli shall be75ok. Condonation of shortage olattendance to a rnaxinrum ol'

l5 days in a semester. subject to a rnaxiurum of two times during the rvhole period of the

prograrnme nray be granted by the University.

If a student represents his / her institution, University. State or Nation in Sports. NCC. or

Cultural or any other officially sponsored activities such as University Union, he i she shall

be eligible to claim the attcndancc for thc actual number of days pafticipated. subjcct to thc

attendance certificate from concerned authorities and based on the specific recommendations

of thc Head of the Dcpartment or tcacl'lcr conccrncd. Those rvho could not registcr for tlic

examination of the particular semester due to shortage of atteudance may repeat the semester

along rvith junior batches, \\,ithin 20% increase of the sanctioried strength.

7. Examination, Evaluation and Grading

Question paper setting

The Assessment committee shall prepare the panel of question paper setters for each subject.

Question bank should be prepared for the generation ofquestion papers.

Evaluation

The evaluation of course shall contailr two parts of intemal cvaluation.

(a) Continuous Evaluation tCE] (b) End Sernester Evaluation [ESE].40% weightage shall be

given to the Continuous Evaluation and the remaining 60Yo to End Semester Evalualion-

Both CE and ESE shall be carried out ttsing Direct Grading systern.

End-Semester Examination

The end scnlester exarnination rvill account fbr 60% of the cvaluation. Thc evaluation of

exarnination shall be done by the faculty who taught the course.
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The Head of the SchoolrDepartmenVCenters/lnstitutes will make an'angements for the

evalualion of the answer scripts. An industrial intemship with a credit of 2 shall be

conducted during 2"0 semester. The projecVdissertatioll in the 4,h semester shatl be

cvaluated by the faculty mernber/s who supewised the project. The project viva-voce

rnust be carried out along with project evaluation.

Continuous Evaluation (CE)

The student's pafticipation and classroom performance as rvell as the feedback received

ti'oln tests, tutorials, assignments and term papers shall lorm the basis for continuous

asscssment (CE). It accounts for 40Vo of the cvaluation irr both theory and practical. This

assessment shall be based on a predetemrined transparent system involving periodic written

tests, assignments and seminars irr respect oftheory courses and based on tests, lab skill,

records/viva and attendance in respect of practical courses.

Assignuents/book review atler valuation lnust be retumed to the students. The teacher shall

define the expected quality olthe above in tenns of structure. content, prcscntation and the

like, and infonn the same to the students. Punctuality in submission of assignments/records

is to be given a weightage in the intemal evaluation.

Seminar:

Every student shall deliver one seminar as an intemal component ofevery course and lmust

be evaluated by the respective course teacher in temrs of stmcture. content. presentation and

intcraction. The soft and hard copies ofthe seminar report are to be submittcd to the teachel

in charge.

Results of Continuous Evaluation (CE)

The results of the CE counter-signed by Head of the school shall be displayed on the notice

board 5 days beibre the end semester examinations. The nrarks awarded fbr various

components of the CE shall not be rounded off. if it has a decimal pafl. The total nrarks of

the CE shall be rounded off to thenearest u'hole nutnber. Relevant records of continuous

Evaluation (CE) n-rust bc kept in the departrncllt and that nlust be made available lor

verification.

Project Work:

There shall be a major project/dissertation to be undertaken by all students during fourrh

sernesrer. The project can be urrdertaker.r in the parent School/Centre/lnstifllte or in

collaboration rvith well-knou,n industries and institutes/universities in India or abroad after

getting permission fi.om the Departutent Head. The dissellation entails field rvork. lab u'ork,

tcpofl writing. prcsentation and viva voce. Il the projcct will bc donc outsidc thc parcnt

institule. one of the teachers from the schools/centers/institutes would be the co-

supervisor/intemal guide and an expert fiom the industry/research organization/university

concerned shall act as supervisor/ external guide.

8. Supplementary Eramination

A Student u,ho f'ails to secure a mininrurn grade ibr a pass in a course will be pemritted to

writc the supplementary examination immediately after announcelnent of results with in a

stipulatcd tirne of one month (t'ee for supplenrentary examination ol any course shatl be full

ser.rlester examination fee irlespective of nutmber of courses itivolved).
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Candidates who secured the grade of 'F' or 'Ab' in the l'', 2"0 and 3'd semester examination

can reappear course wise along with the .junior batchl but this has to be done before the

completion of the programme.

9. Inrprovement

A candidate has to apply for registration for improvement by paying the requisite fee.

candidates are not pennitted to register lbr improveurent ofgrades fol Individual course.

candidates wlro have secured SGPA letter grade 'p' or above in the end-semester

examination can irnprove their grade by reappearing for all the semester courses. In such

cases a candidatc will bc awardcd a new grade only ifthere is an inrprovement in grade in the

new examination; otherwise, the candidate is eligible to retain the grade already awarded.

SGPA secured in the 4'n serrester can be improved only for the purpose of fulfilling the

minimum SGPA requirement.

10. Rc-admission

No students shall be readmitted to the l" semester. Readmission to other semesters of the

programme will have to be recomlnended by the Hearl of the Depaftment within the limit of
the studcnt strcngth of thc coursc semcster. The student has to apply for Readrnission paying
the prescribed fee. The student rnay be perminecl to complete the programme by taking the

required number of courses rvithin a maximu,r period of eight continuous semesrers

including the period of his/her programme, provided an amount equivarent to the semester

t'ees for all the intervening semesters have been regularly paid and provided he/she has not
been removed from the rolls by issuing a Transfer Certificate.

ln all cases oi discontinuation and readmissions, candidates must submit applications

countersigned by the HoD to thc Registrar a.d obtain lrrc required statutory order lor the
same. candidates who are readmitted to repeat a coul.se rnust follow the then exisring
syllabus for the said programme. They need ro artend classes arong with new batch of
students and should obtain the required percentage of attendance as usual. Duration to
complete the course lbr discontinued students u,ill be 4 vears.

12. Grade Card

Gradc cards will be issued to thc student after the publication of results ofeach End Semester

Examination. The Grade Card will indicate the grades obtained for the courses as well as the

semester grade point average (SGPA) which is the weighted average of the numerical value

(g'ade point) obtained by the srudent in the semester. weighted average is calculated by

dividing thesun of the product of the grade point or numerical value obtained fbr each course

and the credits that it carries by the total nurnber of credits earned. The Cumulative Grade

Point Average (CGPA) for thewhole programme rvill be calculated in the same way, which

wili also be indicatcd in thc Gradc Card issued lbr the Final Semestcr examinations ol thc

pro_qramme.
