societies besides the economic forces.

These facts point to the relevance of Rural andbalri Sociology, which besides proving a
scientific knowledge about rural and tribal sociatd laws governing its development, can also
serve as a guide and suggest practical programefainms and reconstruction of these societies
in the economic, social and cultural fields.
