Despite significant increases in access and expansion of higher education
over the years, concerns persist regarding the quality and relevance of
educational outcomes, particularly in terms of employability skills. As the
world becomes increasingly interconnected, our education system must
evolve to instill 21st-century skills, enabling students not only to survive
but to thrive in this dynamic environment. Moreover, there is a growing
need for higher education institutions to embrace social responsibility and
contribute to the development of a knowledge society capable of driving
sustainable development through innovation. With the central objective
of fostering a robust knowledge society to support a knowledge economy,
the Government of Kerala has initiated steps to reform higher education.
Accordingly, three commissions were established to suggest reforms in
higher education policy, legal and regulatory mechanisms, and evaluation
and examination systems.

The project, which is part of the Honours degree, aims to develop research skills in
students, develop the ability to approach topics with research logic according to their
interests, acquire skills in critical analysis and evaluation, and develop research-related
skills such as reaching new areas of knowledge production.

Type 1: Students who have taken the Honours course have the opportunity to do a project
in lieu of the three major papers in the eighth semester. Students who choose Honours
with Research are required to complete and submit a 12-credit project in the eighth
semester. Since it is equivalent to the three major papers, the internal assessment, project
evaluation, and oral examination are all considered for 300 marks.

Type 2: Students who have taken the Honours course have the opportunity to do a project
in lieu of two major papers in the eighth semester. Students who choose Honours are
required to complete and submit a 8-credit project in the eighth semester. Since it is
equivalent to the two major papers, the internal assessment, project evaluation, and oral
examination are all considered for 200 marks.

Guidelines regarding research project:

1. The project can be done in any field within the scope of the Hindi Language and
Literature. The project can be done with your own institution or other research
institutions as the center. The project should be supervised by one of the teachers
of the institution.

2. There are two types of projects. The first one is of 12 credits and the another one
is of 8 credits. Only those with CGPA 7.5 and above after completion of 3 semesters
are eligible to do the project. SC/ST/OBC (Non-Creamy Layer)/Different
Ability/EWS/UGC categories as decided by UGC from time to time will be eligible
for 5% relaxation of marks for Honours with Research (those with CGPA above 7).

3. The department may decide the number of students for Honors with Research
depending on the number of teachers qualified to supervise research and other
material circumstances.

4. Each student has to prepare and submit their personal projects.

5. Students must spend at least 360 hours on project work. Teachers supervising the
project work must spend three course hours (12/13 hours) on guidance.

6. The project topic, guidelines, institution where the project is to be carried out, and
guide should be decided with the prior approval of the department affiliated with
the Honors course.

7. A dissertation outline, including the research problem, research objective,
relevance, methodology, etc., must be presented at the beginning of the semester
and approval must be obtained from the supervisor.

8. The progress of the project work should be informed to the supervisor at all times
and a logbook should be submitted.

9. Before submitting the project, the progress of the work should be evaluated twice
by the Departmental Committee (Committee consisting of the Head of
Department/Senior Faculty, Mentor, Subject Expert/Department Council).

10. Two typed hard copies of the complete project report (with the research
supervisor's certification) must be submitted for evaluation.

Project structure:

1. It should include an introduction, critical evaluation of previous studies, data
presentation, methodological analysis, conclusion, and bibliography. The research
problem, objective of the research, relevance, methodology, etc. should be clarified
in the introduction.

2. Unicode Mangal fonts may be used. The font size should be 12 points and the font
should be set to 1.5 line spacing. It should be printed on A4 size page. The project
work should not be less than fifty pages for 12 credit project and not less than 35
for 8 credit project.

3. Citations, notes and bibliography should follow any systematic style. Plagiarism is
not allowed. Sources should be accurately cited.

Project Evaluation:

1. The project should be submitted fifteen days before the eighth semester
examination. The project should be evaluated internally and externally.

2. The 12-credit project will be evaluated for a total of 300 marks, with 90 marks
internal and 210 marks external. The 8-credit project will be evaluated for a total
of 200 marks, with 60 marks internal and 140 marks external.

3. The student can be awarded a maximum of 90/60 marks for internal evaluation
through continuous assessment by the committee formed by the department and
the research supervisor to evaluate the project work done as part of the honors
degree. External evaluation should be conducted by a panel of 2 teachers
nominated by the university. (The evaluation should be conducted by teachers who
have research experience)
