1) Introduction

The curriculum restructuring as per Choice based Credit Semester System
undertaken by the Board of Studies in Urdu (Cd) Kannur University, contemplates a
renovation of the existing Syllabi in structure, content and methodology. The new
curriculum aims at enhancing the communicative skill, intellectual ability and aesthetic
sensibility with vide focus on human values. Emphasis has been laid on bringing out the
linguistic and intellectual potentialities of the students, so that they can brighten their
future by pursuing a good career that yields better results.

Contrary to the extant methods of spoon feeding the students with ready made
materials, the new curriculum materials give them scope for choosing out answers
independently by exercising the mental faculties. The traditional methods such as
dictating notes to the students are to be given up. Well guided home assignments, well
monitored activities such as projects, group discussions, seminars and other modern
devices would go a long way forwards enlivening and refreshing the classes. Effective
use of Language Lab for skills training would yield tremendous results. Screening of
plays/films, replaying of recitation of poems, recoding of useful speeches of renowned
persons etc are to be resorted to make the classes much invigorating and informative.

This curriculum denotes a major deviation from the existing one and therefore,
demands compromising and readjustments on the of the student sand teachers as well
as the Universities. Motivation oriented sessions and course wise workshops should be
organized by the university to enlighten the teachers as to the relevance of this course.

Restructuring of a system that has stood the rigors of the past and moulded many
generations is an Herculean task . But the Board carried forward enthusiastically this
venture to its culmination . Teachers from various institutions and the members of the
Board gathered at the Seminar Hall of Govt. Brennen College ,Thalassery, for a Five
Day Workshop from 3rd March to 7thMarch 2009. But, as per the instructions of
Kannur University which has decided to revert to the marking pattern of evaluation and
to encourage some useful changes in the existing curriculum the present Board after
conducting a one day work shop on 11 December 2013 decided to follow the
instructions and make necessary changes.
